Swimming Australia (SAL) and Swimming Queensland (SQ). 
2. All competitors must be currently registered members of an 

affiliated SAL club or a visiting member of a club in a FINA 
registered nation.  All decisions will be at the discretion of the Chief 
Referee.  SWD must present classification card to the Chief Referee. 

3. Age is at January 22, 2010. 
4. Awards will be made for the first 3 places in events as indicated.  

Age groups are 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14 & O. Swimmers aged 7 and U 
will receive an identical encouragement award.  Age champions will 
be not recognised. 

5. Silver swimmers aged 8 or 9 may swim in EITHER 25m or 50m 
of a stroke but NOT both.  Gold swimmers may NOT swim in 
Silver events.  Silver swimmers may swim in Gold and/or Silver 
events.  FNQ Gold time standards apply. 

6. Programmes will be available at www.fnqswimming.asn.au and at 
the gate. $2.00 each.  Gate Entry $2.00 (swimmers, coaches and 
children FOC). 

7. In the event of a protest, a fee of $100 is to be deposited with a 
written protest no later than 30 minutes following the conclusion of 
the event. (SAL CBL 12).
